The top display window displays shearer and
drum state information as listed in the state
table.

It shows a side view of the shearer and has
animated arm movement to show drum heights.
Two corresponding text displays above the
drums define the drum states. Further text
displays positioned under the shearer provides
information on the shearer state and speed.

A text display is located under the top window
and serves as a general information display. It
can be used to display any relevant notes or
warnings as required.
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Shearer location.

The bottom display window shows a plan view
of the AFC and a shearer symbol to indicate the
shearer location in relation to the entire
longwall at any specific point in time.
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A unique feature of this simulator is that it
shows simultaneously, in a single view, the
relative positioning of all longwall mobile
equipment. Typically a combination of screens
from the OEM on board computers and/or the
mine monitoring SCADA system are required to
access this information, but they don't bring it
all together.

The LongView Simulator can also be driven
directly from the OEM automation systems,
given appropriate access to their data.
